SAN LUIS OBISPO, Calif (April, 2011)- Native Trails introduces two new products to 
round out the Vanity Collection, an expansion of the company’s furniture line 
made from reclaimed, sustainable, or Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) certified 
wood that complements their line of recycled, artisan-crafted copper sinks. 
 
Made entirely of solid bamboo, the Sumatra Vanity is the first venture from Native 
Trails using this eco-friendly wood. At 36” w x 22” d x 34”h the Sumatra is a sleek-

lined, cohesive unit with 
inclusive top and features 
ample counter surface area, 
a bottom open shelf for easy 
access stow space, and a 
front-facing, flush drawer 
featuring side-floating dual 
storage compartments and 
soft-close glides.  
 
Bamboo is one of the fastest 
growing plants on earth and 
a popular green building 
material due to its strength, 
durability, and aesthetically 
pleasing grain, evoking a zen-
spa feel. The Sumatra is 
coated with a low VOC finish 
to seal and protect the 
integrity of the wood for daily 
bath use. The vanity can be 
paired with any Native Trails 
vessel, drop-in, or raised 
profile sinks, all hand 
hammered from 100% 
recycled copper in Antique 
or Brushed Nickel finishes.
